PENTECOST BRINGS A NEW SPIRIT 
 

Pentecost comes from the Greek pentekostos 
(fifty); in Christian tradition it is the 50th day after 
Easter, and is described as the “birthday of the 
church”.  As Christ promised, the disciples who were 
waiting in Jerusalem were visited by the Holy Spirit in 
dramatic fashion. 

Pentecost Sunday is celebrated this year on May 
19th. 

In the special congregation meeting held 
April 14th, the membership voted 115-1 
to approve and undertake the plan for 
HVAC (Heating, Ventilation, Air 
Conditioning) renovation developed by 

the Church Board and Trustees. 
 The plan provides for replacement of all the old 
boiler and forced-air units with new systems that will 
increase energy efficiency and reduce operating costs.  
The project – capped by congregation resolution at 
$140,000 – will be financed by a loan from trustee-
managed funds.  The congregation will pay back the 
loan with 3% in monthly payments over 15 years.  
In addition to providing principal repayment and 
income to the permanent funds, the trustees hope to 
“seed” a new building fund for future deferred 
maintenance. 
 A virtually unanimous vote in favor of the project 
is good news for those who want to worship in 
comfort, as well as the volunteer repair people who 
have been generous with their time and labor.  But 
more importantly, it is good news for the entire 
congregation.  The vote is a sign that we are moving 
our focus from fearful survival to spirit-filled future. 
 Several other projects are underway that also 
reflect and build on this spirit rekindled in our church, 
although they are much less costly.  Here are a few 
things you will see happening in the months ahead: 
 

• We are working to make a more warm welcome for 
those entering the church for worship on Sunday 
morning, transforming the somewhat cold and 
empty narthex into a hospitable environment.  This 
includes space for members and visitors to mingle 
(or sit) with refreshments prior to services.  There 
is also a special area on the gallery side to welcome 
children. 

• The LifeCare Team will again survey the 
congregation for volunteers to help others in times 
of need.  This emphasis kicks off in the weeks 
following Pentecost. 

• Christian Education teachers and students – 
especially those graduating from high school – will 
be honored on Pentecost Sunday.  Following 
worship service, a reception with light 
refreshments will give us an opportunity to thank 
those who give of their time to teach, and to 
congratulate those who move on to the next stages 
in their lives. 

 

What can I do? 
 

Pentecost is a day of joy of celebration!  One 
tradition that helps to reinforce the festivity is for 
everyone to wear red to worship on May 19th.  The 
red symbolizes the “tongues of flame” in which the 
Holy Spirit appeared to the Disciples on that day.  It 
reminds us of the unpredictability of the Spirit and that 
each of us is touched by the Spirit’s presence. 

This is also a good time to resolve not to let your 
participation in the life of the church wane over the 
summer.  Vacations, summer activities and even the 
weather itself can make it easy to drift away from 
being a part of worship and the care for friends and 
neighbors.  Be present when possible during the 
summer months, and ensure that your tithes or 
offerings are current even when you must be away.   

Together, we will welcome the Spirit of the Living 
God to revive and rejuvenate our congregation and our 
community!
